          If your student’s number is from 11 through 20: 
                   Please bring 3 small bottles (travel size is OK) of baby 
shampoo. 
 
          If your child’s number is from 21 through 30: 
                   Please send 3 small toys from the following list: 
                             Teething toys or baby rattles 
                             Bouncy balls 
                             Bottles of bubbles 
                             Small cans of PlayDoh 
                             Small set of washable markers
